Manual High School won the prestig-
ious L.I.T. this past season for the first 
time in almost 50 years along with 
being crowned District Champs. While 
Coach Just was at Jeffersonville High 
School, they won the Hoosier Hills 
Conference Championship as well as 
the Sectional Championship in his first 
year and finished the season with a 
23-2 record.  The Red Devil 23 game 
win streak is the second longest in the 
school history.  In 9 previous seasons 
at Iroquois High School, Coach Just 
helped guide the Raiders to a school 
best 30-3 record in 2000 and two 
state tournament appearances in 
2000 and 2003.  His teams  have 
collected 4 district and 2 regional titles 
along with earning him 6th Region 
Coach of the year in 1997, 2000, and 
2003.  In 2000, he was honored by 
receiving the Statewide Coach of the 
Year.
