Requirements for Bloom Participants
1. Student must be a high school junior or senior.

2. Student should have a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0 OR have shown significant improvement in their grades.

3. Student should have a good attendance record.

4. Student should have a clean discipline record (no out-of-school suspensions within the past 2 years).

5. Student must have financial need, at the discretion of the referring school counselor.
These requirements are flexible.  If you know of a deserving student that doesn’t fit into these categories, please let us know. Our goal is to impact as many young women as possible.

Referral Process

1. Identify young women who qualify for Bloom and complete the attached form for each.
