What Is This?

· Competition for merit awards at Boston University is rigorous, and many factors go into the selection of recipients.  
· The criteria listed is not a statement of eligibility, but an average for the typical freshmen recipient.  
· The individual criteria varies per scholarship so read that information carefully.

· Amount of Award – Amounts range from full tuition plus all expenses to half tuition, $10,000, and $5,000 annually.

Trustee Scholarship – GPA 4.0, Top 1% of class, SAT 1529 Critical Reading and Math & 760 in Writing, ACT 35.  This is BU’s Most Prestigious Scholarship
Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Scholarship – GPA 3.7, Top 5% of class, SAT 1323 Critical Reading and Math, 690 Writing, ACT 30

Alexander Graham Bell Scholarship – GPA 4.0, Top 1% of Class, SAT 1497 Critical Reading and Math, 728 Writing, ACT 34.

Ancient Greek Scholarship – GPA 3.6, Top 1%, SAT Critical Reading and Math 1430, Writing 720.

Latin Scholarship – GPA 3.9, Top 1%, SAT 1478 and 750 in Writing.
School of Education Presidential Scholarship – GPA 3.8, Top 2%, SAT 1493 and 753 Writing, ACT 35.

University Scholarship – GPA 3.8, Top 5%, SAT 1418 and 709 Writing, ACT 30.

Dean’s Scholarships – GPA 3.7, Top 7%, SAT 1362 and 682 Writing, ACT 30.
Founder’s Grant – GPA 3.5, Top 15%, SAT 1262 and 626 Writing, ACT 28.
