Advanced Placement Calculus B/C (42750461) follows the College Board curriculum.  The course includes all of the topics covered in AP Calculus AB, as well as convergence tests for series, Taylor and/or Maclaurin series, the use of parametric equations, polar functions, including arc length in polar coordinates, calculating curve length in parametric and function equations, L'Hôpital's rule, integration by parts, improper integrals, Euler's method, differential equations for logistic growth, and using partial fractions to integrate rational functions.
Prerequisite(s): MST Algebra II, MST Geometry/Trigonometry, and MST Pre-Calculus/Calculus
