Advanced Placement Computer Science (45640761) follows the College Board AP Computer Science curriculum and covers the basic concepts common to the first-year sequence in most college computer science majors. The course focuses on concepts of object-oriented programming, including inheritance and modularization. In addition, students learn about common data structures, including heaps, stacks, queues, linked lists, binary search trees, and hash maps.
