Who:  High School Seniors applying to Washington University in St. Louis
What is this?:  Four Full Tuition and a number of Partial-Tuition Scholarships will be awarded.  Cost of attendance for 2009-2010 for tuition, room and board, books, and supplies was a total of $52,892 annually or $211,568  over four years.
What are the qualifications?: Seeking candidates that exhibit a capacity for service and leadership, as well as academic excellence, and, who will embrace the challenges of a rigorous academic curriculum.  There is special interest in students who exhibit qualities that embody the essence of the Danforth family – maturity, strong moral character, selflessness, and commitment to the community.

How do I apply?:  First, submit a letter of request to be nominated to Mr. Robinson by the deadline listed below.  Include your personal resume with the request to be nominated letter.  In your letter, you should address the following:

· Your specific and unique qualities as a person as well as the qualities of the Danforth family

· How you exhibit personal integrity, leadership, and academic excellence

· Your potential to be a leader in your future career or community

· Any other information you wish to share

If you are selected from the counseling staff for nomination, letters of nomination, along with the student application and transcript, will be read and evaluated by the Washington University at St. Louis Danforth Selection Committee.  Finalists, chosen from the nominated students, will be invited to Washington University for an interview and are expected to participate in the activities of the program that contribute to the academic and community life on campus.  

Deadlines

· September 18, 2010 – Deadline to submit a letter of request to be nominated to your Mr. Robinson – include your resume with the request to be nominated letter.

· October 1, 2010 – Deadline to have all application materials submitted to Mr. Robinson.
· October 15, 2010 – Deadline to receive nomination forms and letters of recommendation.  Nomination Forms are available in the Manual College and Scholarship Information Center located across the hall from the Guidance Office.

· January 15, 2011 – Deadline to receive the scholarship application, application for undergraduate admission, essay, recommendations, SAT I or ACT scores, and transcripts.

· March 24-27, 2011: Up to 40 applicants nationally will be invited to Washington University for final interviews.
