Who?

· Students must be African-American, American Indian/Alaska Natives, Asian Pacific Islander Americans or Latino/Hispanic Americans.
What Is This?

· The Gates Millennium Scholars Program is seeking 1000 outstanding students who have significant financial need and demonstrated leadership skills. 

· This is a Full Tuition Scholarship.  

· The scholarship is renewable, need based, merit based, and provides financial support throughout the undergraduate career.

· For those who choose to study in one of the seven graduate disciplines:  computer science, education, engineering, library science, mathematics, public health, or science, the scholarship can continue through the pursuit of a doctoral degree.

· In addition, students are provided beyond the scholarship dollars to assure they have the mentorship, peer connections, and other resources to enhance development of their leadership skills and to assure them every opportunity to attain their degree.

· Eligible students who apply for the GMS scholarship have the opportunity to attend any U.S. accredited college of their choice with renewable funding for up to five years in any discipline at the undergraduate level.  

· GMA has funded over 12,000 students and awarded over $425 million in scholarships since its inception.

Qualifications?

· Must be African-American, American Indian/Alaska Native, Asian Pacific Islander American, or Latino/Hispanic American

· Must be a current legal citizen or permanent resident of the U.S.

· Must have attained a cumulative unweighted GPA of 3.3

· Will be enrolling for the first time at a U.S. accredited college or university as a full time, degree-seeking first year student in the fall of 2012 

· Must have demonstrated leadership abilities through participation in community service, extracurricular or other activities

· Must have met the Federal Pell Grant eligibility criteria, and complete all required forms by the announced deadline.
· Must have completed and submitted all three required forms – the student application; an evaluation of the student’s academic record; and an evaluation of the student’s community service and leadership activities by the deadline.
How Do I Apply?

· The on-line scholarship application is now open.

· Nomination forms should be submitted on-line

· Go to the GMS Website located at www.gmsp.org where you can complete the online forms or download forms on paper.

· You will need your school counselor and another individual that can verify and write about your leadership, community service, etc. to help you with the application.
