Advanced Placement U.S. Government and Politics (42231461) follows the College Board curriculum. This course gives the student an analytical perspective on government and politics in the United States. The course includes both the study of general concepts used to interpret U.S. politics and the analysis of specific examples. It also requires familiarity with the various institutions, groups, beliefs, and ideas that constitute U.S. politics. Topics such as Constitutional underpinnings of the U.S. government, political beliefs and behaviors, political parties, institutions of national government, public policy, and civil rights and civil liberties will be discussed.

Prerequisite(s): Junior standing and Instructor recommendation.  It is highly recommended that students taking the course have completed U.S. History.
