Important Information for Advanced Placement students:
· AP Registration is February 22-26, 2010 from 7:30am-3:00pm in the Guidance Office.

· Student/parent only can register the student.  Other students cannot register for other students.  

· Please complete registration form neatly—must be able to read your name—do not put your signature as your name.

· Student must have completed registration form and check/money order for the amount due.  Checks are payable to Manual High School with student’s name in the memo section of the check.  Exams are $86 each.  Cash cannot be accepted.

· Benefits of taking the AP exam:

· Saves the student college time and money.

· Gives the student a head start on college.

· Student stands out in the college admissions process.

· Student is more likely to complete a bachelor’s degree in 4 years.

· Potential to earn college credits.

· Manual greatly benefits from its students taking AP exams, making us a nationally recognized school. 

· Student only needs to complete one registration form for multiple exams.

· Students must make sure they are registering for the correct exams.  

· Specific testing locations TBA.
· Morning exams (8am)—students must report to 1st block when the bells rings for attendance, then go directly to testing site. All students should be at testing sites by 7:50am for morning exams.

· Afternoon exams (12pm)—students report to testing site by 11:45am.  Afternoon exams many times run until 4-5pm.  Please make transportation/work arrangements prior to exam.

· Late students will not be permitted into the testing site after the start of the exam.

· Students who have two exams on the same day need to bring their lunch.

· Students are dismissed from the exam at the same time.  No student may leave the exam site early.

· Student must have Photo ID as proof of identity before taking the exam.  Students without a Photo ID may not be allowed to take the exam.

· Students should bring with them to the exam:  two #2 pencils, two ink pens (blue/black), time devise (turn off alarm on watch), and authorized calculator (if needed).

· Prohibited items:  CELL PHONES, pagers, books, papers, and backpacks.  If student is found to have any unauthorized item during the test, the student’s test will be invalid.  

· Students must read the AP Bulletin that was given to them by their AP teachers.  Additional AP Bulletins are in the Guidance Office.  

· Spanish, French, German, and Music Theory exams require the use of a standard cassette tape recorder.  Tapes are provided.  Students must bring in their own standard cassette tape recorder with backup batteries.

· Calculus, Physics, Statistics, and Chemistry exams require specific calculators.  Please review calculator policies at www.collegeboard.com/ap/calculators.  Physics exam also requires a ruler and straightedge.  [image: image1.png]
