· High School Students in Grades 9-12

What Is This?
· The contest seeks to promote civic involvement in the life of our country while exploring the compelling concept of political courage.  
· Research, write, and develop critical thinking skills as you delve into the complexities of politics and the importance of leadership. 
· The Essay Contest also meets national standards in social studies and language arts.
Amount of Award:
· The first place winner receives $5,000 AND $5000 to grow in a John Hancock Freedom 529 College savings Plan, second place receives $1,000 and up to five finalists each receive $500.  
· The nominating teacher of the first place winner receives the John F. Kennedy Public Service Grant for $500.  
· The winner also will receive recognition by Caroline Kennedy at the Award Ceremony at the John F. Kennedy Presidential Library in Boston Massachusetts – all expenses paid!
How Do I Apply?  
· Write an original and creative essay of less than 1,000 words that demonstrates an understanding of political courage as described by John F. Kennedy in Profiles in Courage.  
· Use at least five varied sources such as newspaper articles, books, and/or personal interviews to describe and analyze the decisions, actions, and risks of an elected official in the United States since 1956 who has courageously addressed a political issue at the local, state, national, or international level.  
· Choose an elected official since 1956, tell a story that has not yet been told on an original subject.  
· Essays must include a bibliography of at least five sources.  The Kennedy family members are not eligible topics for the essay.  Students must register online.
· Essays can be submitted online (preferred) or via regular mail.
