Description: Kentucky State University offers merit based academic scholarships to students meeting the following requirements:

Merit Scholarships:

· PRESIDENTIAL SCHOLARSHIP – Full tuition, room, board, fees, plus $600 per semester book stipend for four years: ACT composite score of 26 or SAT score of 1170 in critical reading and math and at least a 3.5 cumulative GPA.

· EXCELLENCE SCHOLARSHIP – value of full in-state tuition plus ½ room & ½ board four years: ACT composite score of 24 or SAT score of 1090 in critical reading and math and at least of 3.25 cumulative GPA.

· THOROBRED SCHOLARSHIP – value of full in-state tuition for four years:  ACT composite score of 21 or SAT score of 980 in critical reading and math and at least a 3.0 cumulative GPA.
· COMMONWEALTH SCHOLARSHIP - full tuition, room, board, and fees plus $600 per semester book stipend for four years:  You must have a 3.2 GPA, rank in the top 10% of your class, and participate in at least three extracurricular activities.

· LOUISVILLE BLACK ACHIEVERS – Full tuition, room, board, and fee plus a $600 per semester book stipend:  you must have participated in Black Achievers, have a 3.0 GPA, and an ACT score of 21 or SAT score of 980 in critical reading and math.
· ACADEMIC GRANT – ranges from $1,000 - $1,200:  This is a one time award given if you have a 2.8 GPA and an ACT score of 18029 or SAT score of 860-970 in critical reading and math.
