Advanced Placement Latin Literature (42412761) increases the student’s ability to translate, comprehend, and appreciate Roman poetry.  The student acquires an understanding of poetic devices and increases knowledge of Roman and Greek mythology through the translation of selected books from Virgil’s AENEID.  The Advanced Program Latin IV student is also required to do independent study and translations to increase comprehension and familiarity with authors from the Golden Age of Latin Literature.
