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To the Parents of Advanced Placement (AP) students:
The week for students to register to take AP exams is February 22-26, 2010, in the College/Career Room from 7:30am-3:00pm.  Students who plan to take an AP exam must register during the week of registration.  The steps to register are as follows:
1. The student completes the 2010 Advanced Placement Exam Registration form—obtained from the student’s AP teacher or in the Guidance Office

· Ms. Teague must be able to read the writing on this form to ensure that all of the information is entered correctly and that the correct exam(s) are ordered for the student.  

2. Check or money orders only.  Cash cannot be accepted.  Make checks payable to duPont Manual High School.  
3. Student goes to the College/Career Room during registration week with a completed registration form and check/money order to register for exams. 
· Students on free/reduced lunch must register with Ms. Teague.
· Please do not wait until the last day to register.  This tends to be the busiest day.  The registration window will close at 3:00pm, Friday, February 26.
Due to district-wide budget cuts, the cost of an AP exam has increased from $61 to $86 per exam.  If your child has been on free/reduced lunch since the beginning of the school year, the cost is $13 per exam.  Although the cost has increased significantly this year, there are still numerous benefits for taking AP exams.  Some of these benefits include:
· Saves the student college time and money.  

Student has the potential to earn college credits while in high school by making a 3 or better on the AP exam (dependent on college choice).  For example, one of our former students entered college as a junior, skipping two years of college and thousands of dollars, as a result of taking AP courses/exams.  
· Gives the student a head start on college.  
It shows colleges that you are a serious student and capable of college-level work.  Also, it gives the high school student the experience of taking a college-level course and exam.  
· Student stands out in the college admissions process.  

Admissions counselors at many colleges and scholarships look at the number of AP courses and exams that a student takes in high school.

· A 1999 U.S. Department of Education study found that the strongest predictor of college graduation is something students do before they enter college:  participation in AP courses/exams.  Students who take AP courses/exams are much more likely to complete a bachelor’s degree in four years than non-AP students.    

· Earning college credit can allow the student to move into upper-level college courses sooner, pursue a double major, and gain time to study and travel abroard.  

· Manual benefits from our students taking AP courses/exams.  We are one of the top schools in the nation based on our outstanding AP scores and the number of AP courses offered at Manual, which allows Manual to be well-known to colleges nation-wide.  
Please do not let the price increase discourage your child from taking the exam(s).  It is truly an investment in your child’s successful future.
