Who?:  
· Any high school student that has been engaged in volunteer work.
· Manual may select two honorees and four runner ups for this award.
What Is This?:  
· Local recipients receive certificates of achievement and recognition.  
· State recipients receive $1000, engraved silver medallions, and an all-expense paid trip with a parent or guardian to Washington D.C. in May for several days of recognition events, award ceremonies, and Congressional visits on Capital Hill.
· National Honorees receive additional $5000 awards, engraved gold medallions, and crystal trophies for the schools plus $5000 grants from the Prudential Foundation for nonprofit charitable organizations of their choice.
What Are The Qualifications?: 
· The Prudential Spirit of Community Award was established in 1995 to recognize students who have demonstrated exemplary community service. These prestigious awards are presented annually on the local, state, and national level and are sponsored by Prudential Financial and the National Association of Secondary School Principals.  
· Applicants must be in grades 5-12

· Legal residents of their state

· Have engaged in a volunteer activity that occurred at least in part after September 1, 2009.

· Completes an application and submits it to Mr. Robinson in the YPAS Counseling Office by October 15, 2010.

How Do I Apply?:  
· Complete an on-line application and submit it to the counselor’s office before October 15, 2010.  
· Visit http://spirit.prudential.com or www.principals.org/prudential, click on the “Apply Now” link, and follow the on-screen instructions.
· Once you have completed your online application, go to the “Certification” page to print out and hand deliver your certification instructions to Mr. Robinson.  This must be done by Oct. 15, 2010. (Do not send in an email).

· Print out the signature page of your application, sign it, have a parent sign it, and then submit it to the International Scholarship and Tuition Services by October 15, 2010.  You may either fax it to 615-627-9697 or upload it to the online application site.

Deadlines

· October 15, 2010 – on-line applications must be finished and submitted to the counselor’s office.

· February, 2010 – state winners are named.

· May 1-4, 2010 – state winners attend national recognition ceremonies in Washington D.C.
