· Scholarships are at least a minimum of $1,000.
Qualifications?

· Scholarships are for students in the United States living in areas where there are participating local chapters.

· Must be a currently enrolled senior less than 21 years of age.

· Must be a legal US resident

· Must have a minimum GPA of 2.7 and reside within the boundaries of a participating chapter that offers scholarships.

· Applicant must be willing to provide additional verification of all information in the scholarship application upon request.

How Do I Apply?

· Eligible students must submit a complete application and attach all of the required documentation or their application will not be reviewed.
