Who?

· Graduating seniors with a passion for writing.

What is this?

· This is a writing competition with scholarship prizes of $4,000 per year for four years equal to $16,000 total.

· There will be one winner in the fiction category and one winner in the nonfiction category – both winners will receive scholarships valued at $16,000 over four years.

What are the qualifications?

· The writing competition is open to all high school seniors residing in metro Louisville, which is defined as the 14 county region that includes Bullitt, Henry, Jefferson, Meade, Nelson, Oldham, Shelby, Spencer, and Trimble Counties in Kentucky as well as several counties in Southern Indiana.

How do I apply?

· Students may submit prose entries in either of two genres:  fiction or nonfiction.

· Poetry and drama are not allowed.

· The submitted works must be between 1,000 and 3,000 words in length.

· All submissions must be typed on plain white paper and have the chosen genre (fiction or nonfiction) written in the top right corner of the first page.

· All entries must be accompanied by a signed Teacher Acknowledgement Form provided by the Renau Foundation (available on their website at www.renaufoundation.org )  This form acknowledges that the student’s English teacher has read the student’s submission and has no reason to believe that the submission is the work of anyone but the student who is submitting the entry.
