Advanced Placement Spanish Language (42419661) is a course designed for the later years of secondary school study at Manual.  Students will develop Spanish usage and skills in appropriate cultural contexts using a variety of authentic materials.  The greater purpose of the course is to develop more authentic proficiency, with a secondary and important goal of achieving a score of 3 or higher on the newly-designed AP Spanish Language test.  The newly-designed 2007 Spanish Language exam relies heavily on the use of authentic sources- newspaper and magazine articles, radio reports, TV news features, literary selections, for example- to test language skills.  The course will involve a variety of activities intended to improve both general and correct proficient language production.  Those taking the course are required to take the AP Spanish Language exam in May.
