Advanced Placement United States History (42230061) follows the College Board curriculum. This course is designed to allow students to examine United States history from the first European explorations of the Americas to the present. The course includes rigorous reading assignments, and requires students to analyze and interpret primary sources, including documentary material, maps, statistical tables, and pictorial and graphic evidence of historical events. Research and analytical writing are required.
