University of Alabama Merit Scholarships

Tuscaloosa, Alabama

Description: The University of Alabama offers merit based academic scholarships to students meeting the following requirements:

Merit Scholarships:

· $1,500 per year or $6,000 over four years: ACT composite score of 27 or SAT score of 1210-1240 in critical reading and math and at least a 3.5 cumulative GPA.

· $3,500 per year or $14,000 over four years: ACT composite score of 28-29 or SAT score of 1250-1320 in critical reading and math and at least of 3.5 cumulative GPA.

· Two-thirds the cost of out-of-state tuition for four year (equal to $50,688):  ACT composite score of 31-31 or SAT score of 1330-1390 in critical reading and math and at least a 3.5 cumulative GPA.
· Out-of-State full tuition for four years (equal to $76,800):  ACT composite score of 32-36 or SAT score of 1400-1600 in critical reading and math and at least a 3.5 cumulative GPA.

· $8,500 per year or $34,000 over four years plus the value of full tuition over four years($76,800) plus four years of on-campus housing ($27,800), plus a laptop computer:  ACT composite score of 32-36 or SAT score of 1400-1600 in critical reading and math and at least a 3.8 cumulative GPA.  This scholarship is worth over $138,600!!!
· National Merit or National Achievement Semifinalists:  If you apply by December 1 and have at least a 3.5 cumulative GPA you will receive the value of full tuition for four years.

· National Merit and National Achievement Finalists:  these students receive the value of tuition for four years, four years of on-campus housing, $1,000 per year University National Merit of National Achievement, a one time allowance of $2,000 for use in summer research or international study, and a laptop computer.

Application Process

· A completed admissions application will need to be submitted to the University of Alabama before completing the scholarship application.
