Eligibility?

· The student must be a member in good standing of a cooperating church of the Kentucky Baptist Convention.
· First priority goes to students wishing to attend Campbellsville University, the University of the Cumberlands, or Georgetown University.
· If there are no applicants meeting all of the above requirements, then the funds shall be distributed for a student attending any other university in Kentucky
How Do I Apply?

· The applicant shall submit an application through the Financial Aid Office of the institution which the student desires to attend. (ask the financial aid office or your college for an application for this scholarship).
· Once the financial need of the student is certified by the Financial Aid office involved, the application shall be forwarded to the President of the Kentucky Baptist Foundation.

· The Scholarship Committee of the Foundation’s Board of Directors shall make its selection of the student “most needy” from the collective pool of applicants and will notify by June 1st the students and Financial Aid offices of those selected and the amount of the scholarship granted to each student.

· In the event there are more application that funds available, the Foundation shall exercise its sole discretion in determining the individual or individuals selected and the amount of each scholarship.
