Project Graduation
Senior Honors Day

Funds collected for assessments will be reserved solely for graduation expenses;
although it may be used throughout the four years the class is at Manual to cover deposits and
supplies. All borrowed money must be repaid through fundraising or donations. The $100.00 per
student may be changed to reflect the unexpected expenses of graduation.

Students entering Manual after the freshman year must pay all four years assessments.
Students leaving the school after enrolling will not receive a refund.
